The Message Bible reads, “So, my son, throw yourself into this work for Christ. Pass on what you heard
from me—the whole congregation saying Amen!—to reliable leaders who are competent to teach others. When
the going gets rough, take it on the chin with the rest of us, the way Jesus did.” (MSG)

| used a brick for the children’s sermon Sunday from the Hanoi Hilton. The value of the brick to me is not
based on the value of a brick purchased at the hardware. That brick was purchased with the blood of young men
and women who knew the value of life and the meaning of sacrifice.

Paul speaks to his listeners and to all who will listen today. It is critical to God’s plan that we raise up sons
and daughters “strong in the grace of Christ Jesus ... willing to go the extra mile for an enemy soldier ... give your
shirt to the needy ... provide food to the hungry”.

In this passage Paul adds a crowning element to fulfilling God’s plan. He says “entrust to reliable people who
will also ...teach others.” Leadership is not about being a scholar, an expert on the Bible or Christian saint. Paul is
simply saying an effective Christian life is becoming “someone who has been where others want to go and then be
willing to show them how to get there.”

Jesus, our Lord and King, made mentoring a priority. He spent three years pouring Himself into the twelve.
They changed the world. Likewise, those you mentor may also change the world starting right here at FBC in New
Tazewell.

Do you know someone who needs to learn what you know? Why not talk to them? Why not offer to mentor
that person? Why not offer to share what you know? Why not become one of those who Paul calls “faithful ...
willing to teach ... suffering as a good soldier.”

If that’s not you, are you willing to become that person? In the weeks to come you will begin to hear
about “Leadership FBC”. The Bible says, “Hear | am! | stand at the door (of the church) and knock. If anyone
hears my voice and opens the door, | will come in and eat with that person, and they with me.”
